Stylistics is a branch of linguistics which studies style, especially in works of litera-
ture. It has long fascinated academics working at the interface between language 
and literature.

It became established in the United Kingdom and the United States in the 1960s 
and has always been infl uenced by developments in linguistics, such as structur-
alism, generative grammar, functional linguistics, pragmatics, feminism, discourse 
analysis, corpus linguistics, pedagogy, literary theory and cognitive linguistics.
